The Beach Haven School Awarded Sandy Relief Arts Education Grant

from Young Audiences 
Grant harnesses the power of the arts to help with the healing and recovery process

Beach Haven, New Jersey The Beach Haven School has won a Sandy Relief Arts Education Grant from Young Audiences New Jersey & Eastern Pennsylvania (YA) valued at $10,000. Funded in part through the New Jersey Recovery Fund and YA fundraising efforts, the grant will focus on the power of the arts as a vehicle for healing and recovery.
